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Bolinas, CA - - - The Bolinas Community Land Trust (BCLT) will be hosting a Block Party and BBQ on Saturday, June 6, 2009 from 12 noon to 4:00 pm to celebrate the 100 year anniversary of the Bolinas Gas Station building, located at 6 Wharf Rd. in downtown Bolinas.  The building was constructed in 1909 and served initially as a blacksmith, and then became a garage and gas station.  The BCLT will be celebrating the 100 years of service our location has provided the community with a family-friendly block party in the 6 Wharf parking lot behind the Bolinas Gas Station.  As part of the event, the BCLT will unveil a surprise art installation entitled “The Apotheosis of a Gas Pump”, (conceived and created by volunteers) to help commemorate the 100 year anniversary.  
The Bolinas Community Land Trust, working with the Bolinas Museum, is using this event to help showcase the history of the Bolinas Gas Station Building, and it’s importance to our community.  The event is free, but we will be charging for food and drinks. The event will feature hay bale seating, a chicken and oyster BBQ, the Gospel Flat Farms Vege Boat, liquid refreshments (beer and wine and soft drinks), live music by the Eldon Brown Band, and art activities for the family.  
The Eldon Brown Band plays an infectious combination of Boogie-Woogie, Jump, Rockabilly, Bossa Nova, Swing, and Roots music. Dan O'Grady leads the band with his stylish vocal inflections, and commanding upright bass playing, Bluesy Bill plays electric and slide guitar, and sings back-up vocals while Tom W. is the drummer and back-up vocalist (and a retiring member of the BCLT Board of Directors). 

Activities include StuArt’s Legendary Wheel of Fortune, a sidewalk chalk art area, a chalk art demonstration by Peggy Nicholson and an ocean awareness art class for children by Bonnie Zaleski. (Both Peggy and Bonnie will have art available to purchase and will be donating a portion of any art sold to the BLCT).   

The Bolinas Community Land Trust (BCLT) is a non-profit organization dedicated to creating and sustaining affordable housing in Bolinas, CA. The BCLT offers rentals and resources for people in need of affordable housing. The BCLT has improved Downtown Bolinas with the Bolinas Station and the historic Gibson House, which provides affordable housing with 15 dwellings, and rents 3 commercial spaces, which are locally owned and operated. The BCLT also owns and operates Bo-Gas, the only gas station between Mill Valley and Pt. Reyes, ensuring that West Marin has access to gas and to diesel locally (vital in an emergency situation).
